Q: What color socks are worn with the class A or B uniform?
A: Black

Q: What type of shirt is worn under the Army blue coat?

A: Army Grey (AG) 510 short or long sleeve shirt
Q: The black necktie/ neck tab is optional when wearing what type of uniform?

A: Class B 

Q: What color t-shirt is worn with the class A or B uniform?

A: White

Q: What uniform is worn during ceremonies and social functions?

A: Class A or B uniform

Q: What uniform is worn at summer camps and for participation on special teams?

A: ACU
Q: What insignia do cadet officers wear on the grey beret?

A: Grade or rank insignia  

Q: What insignia do enlisted cadets wear on the grey beret?

A: ROTC insignia

Q: What color t-shirt is worn with the ACU uniform?

A: Tan/Sand
Q: Where is the Honor Unit insignia worn?

A: Males- 1/4 inch above right pocket centered

A: Females- 1/4 inch above nameplate centered

Q: How are ribbons positioned on the class a uniform?

A: Males- 1/8 inch above left pocket centered

A: Females- left side 1 to 2 inches above top button centered

Q: How often must a uniform be worn by cadets?

A: At least once per week
Q: Can a male cadet wear earrings in uniform?

A: NO

Q: What size earrings can female cadets wear in uniform?

A: Small spherical earrings not to exceed ¼ inch in diameter

Q: How should the name plate be worn on the uniform?

A: Males- Centered on right pocket between the top of pocket and the top of the button

A: Females- Centered on the right side, 1 to 2 inches above top button.
Q: What regulation covers the wear of the uniform?

A: AR 670-1 and CCR 145-2

Q: How are shoulder board ranks worn?

A: Officers-the narrow end toward the collar and the flat end toward the shoulder

A: Enlisted-the pointed chevron toward the collar

Q: Are shoulder boards authorized for wear with the class B uniform?

A: Yes

Q: What does ACU stand for?

A: Army Combat Uniform  

Q: How is the Corps Insignia (Collar Brass) worn on the uniform?

A: Males-one inch from the notch centered on the collar

A: Females-5/8 inch from the seam centered on the collar
A: Officer ROTC-5/8 inch from the seam centered on the collar

Q: What is the Heimlich maneuver used for?

A: To clear a blocked airway
Q: What do the letters CPR stands for?

A: Cardiopulmonary Resuscitation it is used to restore the heartbeat and breathing to a patient.
Q: What is First Aid?

A: The assistance someone provides to an injured person until trained medical personnel arrive.

Q: What is mouth-to-mouth resuscitation used for?

A: To restore breathing

Q: What are the four life-saving steps?

A: 1) Check and clear airway and restore breathing, 2) Check for and stop bleeding, 3) Check and treat for shock, 4) Dress and bandage the wound.

Q: What are the five basic colors found on a military map and what do they represent?

A: Blue- Water, Green-Vegetation, Brown- Contour, Elevation and Relief, Black- Manmade Objects, Red- Other Manmade Objects and Densely Populated areas.

Q: What instrument would you use to determine a magnetic azimuth in a field environment?

A: Compass

Q: What instrument is used to determine grid azimuth on a map?

A: Protractor

Q: What are the five major terrain features?

A: Hilltop, Ridgeline, Saddle, Valley, Depression

Q: How many North’s are found on a military map and what are they called?

A: Three, True North, Magnetic North, and Grid North.
Q: How many inches in a normal step in marching?

A: 30 inches

Q: How did American colonists justify declaring independence from Great Britain?

A: They were taxed by Great Britain without having representation in the British Parliament

Q: Our Federal Government is based on the principle of checks and balances….What are the three branches of the Federal Government that ensure that the other branches do not overstep their constitutional powers?

A: The Executive, Legislative and Judicial branches of the Federal Government

Q: Our government is a federation that protects the rights of the states within the federation…why did the Founding Fathers create a federation rather then a pure democracy?

A: They wanted to protect the rights of the States within the Union by limiting the power of the central government
Q: The Declaration of Independence describes certain rights that all people have and that should be protected by legitimate governments….what kinds of rights are these?

A: Unalienable Rights

Q: Who wrote the Declaration of Independence?

A: Thomas Jefferson

Q: When was the Jaguar Battalion formed?

A: The battalion was formed in 2000 as a National Defense Cadet Corps (NDCC) unit and was recognized in 2001 as a regular JROTC battalion

Q: What does the star on the battalion crest and the battalion patch represent?

A: The star represents excellence in both military and academic pursuits, as well as the “Lone Star” star.

Q: What does the wreath on the battalion crest represent?

A: The wreath stands for education, which supports the star of excellence

Q: What does the motto “Justitia Honestas” mean?

A: The motto translates to Justice and Honor.  Honestas is also the Latin root word for our English words integrity, honesty, and honor.

Q: What does the Jaguar on the battalion crest and patch stand for?

A: The Jaguar is the school mascot and symbolizes the cadets’ fierce commitment to the unit, student body, school and community.

Q: What do the colors of the battalion patch stand for?

A: The colors red and white are the John Horn school colors.  The patch itself is red, white and blue, arranged to represent the Texas state flag, as well as the colors of the United States Flag. 
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
